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4.09 Lighting

Lighting is an important aspect of the landscape design and
creates a subtle or expressive overlay that provides safety,
wayfinding and night activation.

As well as these functional purposes, lighting will also be used
in a variety of artistic ways to draw attention to landscape
features such as the transplanted planes, textured walls,
ponds and furniture elements.

Lighting in these areas will be located so that it does not
cause light spill to neighbouring residents, properties or roads
and will be designed in future stages to conform to Australian
Standards including AS 4282:1997.
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
