But the building is 
tired, it doesn’t meet modern accessibility standards, 
and the internal space is restrictive. 

Upgrading the building would enable the Club to

 And at a time when social isolation and loneliness has 
become one of the most important health and wellbeing 
issues in Australia. Places that create social connections 
are vital to community wellbeing. 

The initial feasibility and concept design has identified 
costs of $3.7 million. We need a significant contribution 
from the Victorian Government to make this happen.
