Hello neighbours, I hope you’re staying warm and dry as we get into the depths of winter! 

Recently we approved our Budget for the new financial year, which includes another record 
capital works program as we deliver valuable improvements to our streets and open spaces, 
continue to tackle graffiti, expand our gardens and canopy, and plan for a growing City. We’ve 
also constrained costs for our residents and businesses and ensured a stable financial position 
within a global environment that is increasingly tricky to navigate. 

In Langridge Ward, you’ll see continued work to prevent stormwater flooding, improvements for 
road safety, ongoing revitalisation of Victoria Street and more investment in our gardens and 
parks – so vital to our sense of community and wellbeing. 

Alongside our new Local Laws (effective in September), in which we’ve strengthened laws 
around ‘land-banked’ properties in disrepair and abandoned shopping trollies, our 
neighbourhood will be cleaner, greener and safer for everyone to enjoy.
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This year’s Australian Heritage Festival, presented by the 
National Trust, is on from 18 April to 18 May. It invites us to 
explore how architectural history shapes us and how we 
are shaping history through the 2026 theme ‘Change’.   

There are plenty of landmarks in Langridge Ward which 
have local significance, such as the Abbotsford Convent  
and Dight’s Falls and Mill.

Projects we are delivering now: 

Safer crossings on Mollison Street 
A new raised pedestrian crossing has 

been completed at the intersection of Mollison 
Street and Victoria Crescent in Abbotsford. The 
works included drainage improvements, new 
street signage, footpath upgrades, line marking 
and the installation of tactile pavers, supporting 
safer and more accessible streets for everyone. 

Streetscape Upgrade on Charles and  
Park Streets 

As part of Victoria Street Revitilisation Plan, we 
will upgrade Park Street to include new seating, 
bike hoop and greenery. Charles Street will also 
receive new seating and plants to make the 
area more inviting.

As part of our commitment to help our residents access sustainable 
transport solutions, we are trialling 26 pole-mounted electric vehicle 
(EV) chargers across Yarra, with four in Langridge Ward.
